Article 42 CC:





Khmer Citizens shall have the right to establish associations and political parties. These rights shall be determined by law.





Article 31 III CC:





The exercise of personal rights and freedom by any individual shall not adversely affect the rights and freedom of others.








Article 22 I and II ICCPR:


2. No restrictions may be placed on the exercise of this right other than those which are prescribed by law and which are necessary in a democratic society in the interests of national security or public safety, public order (order public), the protection of public health or morals or the protection of the rights and freedoms of others. This article shall not prevent the imposition of lawful restrictions on members of the armed forces and of the police in their exercise of this right.


3. Nothing in this article shall authorize States Parties to the International Labor Organization Convention of 1948 concerning Freedom of Association and Protection of the Right to Organize to take legislative measures which would prejudice, or to apply the law in such a manner as to prejudice the guarantees provided for in that Convention. 








Article 4 (b) CERD:





... State parties ... shall declare illegal and prohibit organizations, and also organized and all other propaganda activities, which promote and incite racial discrimination, and shall recognize participation in such organizations or activities as an offence punishable by law ...

Always try to find not only general rights but the very special right


Example: The right to participate in politics (Article 35 I CC) is just a right which gives a general chance to take part in politics and social and cultural affairs. This right covers a broad scope of all different types of participation. It does not explicitly refer to the right to participate in politics by voting. For this special form of participating in politics there is a special right: The right to vote (Article 34 I CC). So do not quote the general right (Article 35 I CC) but only the special right (Article 34 I CC)!
